QD Suppressors require a HUXWRX QD muzzle device. 
Ensure all mounting surfaces are clean before installation.

Thread the QD muzzle device directly onto the barrel 
of the host firearm. Using an adjustable wrench or 
HUXWRX QD wrench with torque wrench thread on the 
muzzle device and torque it to approximately 33ft-lbf (45 
Nm) or 15 degrees past hand tight.

Note: QD Muzzle devices may have additional
instructions.

Ensure all mounting surfaces are clean before installation. 
Thread the suppressor counter-clockwise onto the 
QD muzzle device until hand-tight. The blast deflector 
should be firmly seated.

When the suppressor is correctly seated against the 
taper, the back of the suppressor will be flush with the 
mount. Installation is now complete.

By hand, rotate the suppressor clockwise. An adjustable 
wrench can also be used to remove the suppressor.

WARNING: Suppressor may be hot.

Clean the QD muzzle device and suppressor mounting 
surfaces. Buildup can be removed with CLP-type 
cleaners and a nylon or wire brush.

To clean inaccessible areas, submerge the suppressor 
in CLP-type cleaners for 24 hours. After soaking, allow 
excess solvent to drain.

NOTE: Additional debris and solvent may “shoot out” of 
the suppressor during subsequent fire.

Cleaning & Maintenance

1.	 Not all barrel threads are concentric. To check the 
concentricity of the system, use an alignment rod of 
the proper caliber. Available at huxwrx.com. 

2.	Red Loctite can be used when installing the muzzle 
device, in addition to proper torque, to ensure it does 
not come loose. 

3.	The effort to remove the suppressor after firing may 
be increased.

1.	 Pre-soaking the suppressor in a CLP-type cleaner will 
decrease carbon and copper buildup 

2.	Clean the suppressor every 2500–3000 rounds. 
Frequent cleaning may extend suppressor life. 

3.	Ultrasonic cleaners are safe to use on QD suppressors.
